Between Shades of Gray is the story 
of love, survival, perseverence, and de-
termination that is inspirational and 
inspiring. This is the story of not just 
existing through World War II but of 
coming through with dignity and 
pride. Not just another Holocaust sto-
ry, it tells a little known tale of true 
events in our history that were kept 
quiet by intimidation.

This is a story of the Soviet Union, 
which in 1939 occupied the Baltic 
states of Lithuania, Latvia, and Esto-
nia. The Kremlin drafted lists of peo-
ple they considered anti-Soviet, with 
plans to murder, imprison, or deport 
them to Siberia to a life of slavery. The 
people they targeted were doctors,

lawyers, teachers, writers, business 
owners, musicians, artists, librarians, 
and even military servicemen. These 
people were destined for wholesale 
genocide. The deportations started in 
June of 1941. Those who survived 
spent 10 to 15 years in Siberia.

When they were able to return to 
their former lives, the former exiles 
were still treated as criminals. They 
were forced to live in restricted areas 
and were under constant surveillance 
by the KGB. The horrors they experi-
enced went dormant, a terrible secret 
that was kept hidden but shared by 
millions of people. It is time that these 
stories are told.

Between Shades of Gray, written by 

Ruta Sepetys, tells of the fictional 
characters Lina, Jonas, and Andrius 
and their families as they live through 
this horrific period. It is beautifully 
told through the experiences of these 
children, who represent the lives of 
real people Spetys researched and 
heard about from her own father, who 
lived through this time. It describes 
how they were taken from their homes 
to camps and then by train and boat 
to Siberia, what they did to survive, 
and how they kept their strength of 
character in the face of adversity.

Sepetys shows us that these people 
lived with dignity. She asks us to re-
search and read about this period of 
history. “They chose hope over hate 

and showed the world that even 
through the darkest night there is 
light. Tell someone. These tiny nations 
have taught us that love is the most 
powerful army.”

Born and raised in Michigan, Ruta 
Sepetys is the daughter of a Lithua-
nian refugee. The nations of Lithua-
nia, Latvia, and Estonia disappeared 
from our maps in 1941 and did not re-
appear until 1990. As this is a story 
seldom told, Ruta wanted to give a 
voice to the hundreds of thousands of 
people who lost their lives during Sta-
lin’s cleansing of the Baltic region. 
Ruta lives with her family in Tennes-
see. Between Shades of Gray is her first 
novel.

Since its beginning, the U.S. civil rights movement has 
attracted broad Jewish commitment and support. The 
Judaic injunction to respect the rights of others flows 
from the biblical view that citizens and strangers alike are 
to be accorded equal respect. The Jewish concept of re-
pairing the world (tikkun olam) demands continued vigi-
lance. Jewish people, no strangers to eviction, persecu-
tion, and denial of fundamental rights, have been staunch 
supporters of the black struggle for civil liberties that, in 
some ways, echoes their own. Surely, that is the essence of 
why the participation of Jews has been a significant part 
of the civil rights movement in America.

From Lincoln’s dramatic Emancipation Proclamation, 
through the Reconstruction period, to the Civil Rights 
Act of 1964 and the Voting Rights Act of 1965, the roller 
coaster ride for African-Americans has been a long one. 
Pockets of early successes occurred in the granting of 
rights against a backdrop of strong resistance, primarily 
by southern whites, whose culture and economy were 
most affected. 

By the early 1900s, the National Association for the 
Advancement of Colored People (NAACP) was found-
ed. Its leadership included many Jewish philanthropists 
and activists such as Henry Moskowitz, Kivie Kaplan, 
Jacob Schiff, Rabbi Stephen Wise, Rabbi Emil Hirsch, 
Lillian Wald, Jacob Schiff, Jacob Billikof, and Julius Ros-
enwald, who had by that time founded and largely fund-
ed 2,000 primary, secondary, and college-level schools for 
blacks.

It was two more generations before the African-Ameri-
can civil rights movement took hold. The 1960s were 
characterized by major campaigns of civil resistance, 
such as the Montgomery bus boycott, sit-ins in Alabama, 
and freedom marches. The focus was always on nonvio-
lent resistance, in spite of beatings and arrests by police 

In New Hampshire, many 
synagogues will commemorate 
Martin Luther King Day by joining 
area interfaith councils, human 
relations groups, and coalitions and 
by holding their own temple activities.

Temple Beth Abraham in Nashua affiliates 
with the Nashua area Interfaith Council, while 
Temple Israel in Dover will be working with the 
Dover Area Religious Leaders Association in a 
program of readings, music, and interactive 
discussion based on a theme of breaking down 
the barriers that separate us from one another.

Temple B’Nai Israel, in conjunction with the 
Laconia Interfaith Council, will take part in an 
MLK celebration planned by the Laconia Human 
Relations Committee. Historically, this celebration 
is well attended by the regional refugee 
community, those who came to the United States 
to avoid political and economic persecution.

Chabad, the Hillel community at Dartmouth 
College, and the Upper Valley Jewish 
Community will affiliate with the campus 
ministry for the traditional week of MLK Day 
activities.

and the Ku Klux Klan. Vivid photos of Rabbi Abraham 
Joshua Heschel marching with Rev. King captured the 
spirit of determination of the movement. Jewish stu-
dents, civil rights attorneys, and other Jewish activists 
joined the movement, so that Jewish supporters repre-
sented half of whites who participated in the Mississippi 
Freedom summer. 

American Jewish leaders have worked closely with 
American blacks over the last 50 years to overcome the 
hardships and achieve the successes that culminated in 
the Civil Rights Act of 1966. Today the communities join 
together to celebrate that legacy. The Rev. Dr. Martin Lu-
ther King Jr. holiday was established in 1983 to honor the 
black civil rights leader, and it was designated as a Na-
tional Day of Service by Congress in 1994.  Congrega-
tions all across New Hampshire will participate in com-
munity service in honor of MLK Day (see “Tikkun Olam 
Shines on MLK Day”).

The saga of  American black history has been com-
pared to the tribulations of  the Biblical Exodus. The 
goals of  freedom from fear, justice for all, and full hu-
man rights will forever unite the Jewish and black com-
munities in their pursuit of  American civil liberties.

On May 3, Rabbi Daniel Gordis addressed an organized J Street “mission” to Israel 

including its co-founder, Jeremy Ben-Ami. Rabbi Gordis’s article, Is J Street in the Tent 
or Out, is largely based on his remarks (http://danielgordis.org/2011/05/27/in-the-tent-or-
out/). Rabbi Gordis concluded his qualified misgivings with this profound challenge:

“Show us that you [J Street] seek peace, that you care about the Palestinians, 
but that even more (yes, more, because that’s what the particularism of people-
hood requires), that you care about us. It’s one thing to put ‘pro-Israel’ in your 
tag line, and another to be ‘pro-Israel.’ You certainly don’t need to be a rubber 
stamp for Israeli policy -- that’s not what’s at issue. Israel desperately needs 
critique, and Israelis issue it all the time. So, too, should Diaspora Jews.” 

“No, what’s at issue is for us to see you [J Street] pressure someone, anytime, 
to be in Israel’s camp on something. That’s what we want to see. When we see 
that, more of us will believe that you’re part of our tent, and then, even with all 
our disagreements, we’ll be convinced that we could work together for a better 
future for all the peoples of this region.” 

In November, I wrote a politely worded letter (page 20) using Rabbi Daniel Gordis’s 
open challenge to J Street as an articulate counterpoint to Yael Dayan’s open support for 
J Street . Please note: I quoted Rabbi Daniel Gordis, not Rabbi David Gordis. At no point 
did I state that J Street or Yael Dayan stood against Israel. A clarification on whether J 
Street can extend beyond unbalanced, and often unfair, criticism of Israel has been need-
ed since September’s issue (see page 29). Can anyone demonstrate how J Street has met 
and exceeded Rabbi Daniel Gordis’s challenge?

With Jewish support at the 
lowest level of any Democrat 
since Jimmy Carter, Obama’s 
supporters have sounded in-
creasingly desperate in trying 
to rally the usually loyal Jew-
ish base behind the president. 
Meanwhile, Obama’s oppo-
nents have been ramping up their cam-
paign to paint the president as hostile 
to Israel. The truth is that partisans on 
both sides have overstated their cases.

Polls have shown a precipitous de-
cline in Jewish support for Obama 
(from 78% to 54%) that is partly at-
tributable to his overall policies – 
which have resulted in an even steeper 
reduction in his support from the gen-
eral population – but is also unques-
tionably related to his policies toward 
Israel. 

Hardcore Democrats find it difficult 
to believe that Jews have abandoned 
the president. They emphasize the 
positive things the president has done, 
but ignore two years of disastrous pol-
icies toward Israel, and the fact that 
Obama has not visited Israel. And it is 
not only American Jews who are 
alarmed; up until Obama’s September 
2011 UN speech, the overwhelming 
majority of Israelis viewed the presi-
dent as unfriendly. Administration 
policies, and the president’s seemingly 
contemptuous attitude (most recently 
reflected by Obama’s comment in re-
action to French President Sarkozy 
calling Israeli Prime Minister Benja-
min Netanyahu a liar), created a sense 
of crisis in the U.S.-Israel relationship. 
Given this history, the partisan apolo-
getics lack credibility. 

Some of Obama’s detractors are 
equally dishonest. While rightly high-
lighting those first two years of poli-

cies, they dismiss the 180-de-
gree turn in Obama’s posi-
tions on Israel during the last 
year. Though some may ar-
gue he has done it reluctant-
ly, or only to pander, the re-
ality is the president has con-
sistently supported Israel in 
2011. Obama has acknowl-

edged Israeli security concerns; in-
creased military cooperation (includ-
ing selling Israel bunker busting 
bombs Bush refused to transfer); 
abandoned his counterproductive call 
for a settlement freeze; vetoed a UN 
resolution labeling the settlements il-
legal; threatened a veto of the Pales-
tinian unilateral declaration of inde-
pendence and cut off U.S. funding of 
UNESCO after the Palestinians defied 
him and gained membership in the or-
ganization.

Perhaps the most serious obstacle 
for Democratic partisans to overcome 
is the impact his first two years had on 
trust in Obama. Even Jews who would 
acknowledge the positives of the last 
year have been so rattled that many 
don’t believe the president’s views have 
changed. Rather than see the light, 
many Jews believe Obama has seen the 
polls and is pandering out of despera-
tion to secure reelection. These Jews 
fear that in a second term Obama 
could turn on Israel with a vengeance.

Partisan Democrats also underesti-
mate Jewish concern with Obama’s 
overall foreign policy and the feeling 
that the president has weakened the 
United States and increased the risk to 
Israel. Consequently, the strategy of 
pointing out the good things that 
Obama has done with Israel has a 
marginal impact on voters who worry 
about Obama’s troop withdrawal from 
Iraq, failure to stop the Iranian nucle-

ar program, unwillingness to help the 
Syrian opposition, abandonment of 
Mubarak, unconcern with the Hezbol-
lah takeover of Lebanon and ongoing 
appeasement of the Saudis.

Jews will not decide their vote solely 
on Israel, but the administration clear-
ly is worried; otherwise, Democrats 
wouldn’t be investing the resources 
they are in trying to regain Jews’ sup-
port. So those who try to argue Jewish 
voters don’t matter clearly are not pay-
ing attention to the calculations being 
made in the White House. 

Republicans have their own prob-
lems. With the exception of Ron Paul, 
the candidates have said what pro-Is-
rael voters want to hear, but what is 
said during a campaign does not al-
ways translate into policy. Republican 
partisans would like Jewish voters to 
focus on Israel, but many Jewish Dem-
ocrats looking for an alternative to 
Obama are put off by the Republicans’ 
domestic policies. 

Each presidential election has the 

potential to profoundly impact the fu-
ture of Israel; therefore, any sugges-
tion that the incumbent and his chal-
lengers’ views on Israel should not be 
rigorously scrutinized and debated is 
irresponsible and dangerous. The next 
president will face critical decisions re-
garding U.S. policy toward new Arab 
regimes throughout the region, Iran’s 
nuclear program, radical Islam, terror-
ism and Palestinian efforts to achieve 
independence without negotiations or 
compromise. 

Jewish voters will ultimately review 
President Obama’s record and consid-
er what he may do in a second term 
when he is no longer constrained by 
concerns for reelection. Then they will 
have to decide if  the alternative is like-
ly to be better or worse.

Harold Eckman
Harold “Hal” Eckman, 65, a Manchester native and a 

fourth generation member of a family closely tied to the his-
tory of the Jewish community of Manchester and of New 
Hampshire, died suddenly of an aortic incident while play-
ing golf  at his winter home in Palm Beach, Florida, on De-
cember 8, 2011. He was one of three sons of George and 
Gwen Eckman of Bedford. 

Hal Eckman grew up in Manchester and went on to study 
at the University of New Hampshire’s Whittemore School 
of Business, from which he graduated in 1968. Six years lat-
er he founded Eckman Construction Company with his wife, Amy (Kaplan), 
and quickly built the business to become a force in the fiercely competitive com-
mercial construction field. 

Major construction projects of his company included the Bedford High 
School and the Ross A. Lurgio Middle School, as well as buildings at Saint An-
selm College. In 1989 Eckman was nominated as a finalist for Inc. Magazine’s 
New England Entrepreneur of the Year award. 

Hal’s interests were not limited to building. He was an effective and engaged 
community worker, serving on numerous boards of directors, including Easter 
Seals, Catholic Medical Center, the local Chamber of Commerce, and Child 
and Family Services. In 1992 he ran unsuccessfully for the Republican nomina-
tion for the U.S. Senate seat ultimately won by Judd Gregg.

Funeral services were held at Temple Adath Yeshurun on December 11, led 
by Rabbi Beth Davidson. During the service both of his sons spoke feelingly 
about a man who was hugely influential in their lives as well as the lives of 
many around him. Another speaker was Mark Walsh, now CEO of Eckman 
Construction, who, with coworkers, purchased the business from Hal and 
Amy Eckman in 2003. The Eckmans 
had maintained a home in Manches-
ter, where they were members of Con-
gregation Adath Yeshurun, until two 
years ago. 

Survivors include his wife of 31 
years, Amy; his parents, George and 
Gwen Eckman of Bedford; his sons, 
Dan Eckman and his wife, Meggie, of 
Los Angeles and Jeff  Eckman of New 
York; two brothers, Larry Eckman 
(and wife Liz) of Amherst, NH, and 
Gerry Eckman (and wife Martha) of 
Hollis and Portsmouth; as well as 
many nieces, nephews, and cousins. 
The Eckman family has suggested 
memorial donations to a charity of 
the donor’s choice.

planted in the past are highly flammable. However, their quick growth and 
ability to survive in arid or rocky soil led to their wide use even before the 
establishment of the State of Israel. Efforts to diversify Israel’s forests with 
such native species as carob, pistachia and oak have been ongoing for more 
than two decades. This is especially the case when it comes to fire prevention, 
since oak and other broad-leaved trees are more fire retardant and their 
chances of survival after fire are higher than the easily flammable pines.

Toward Implementation
The Ministry of Finance has committed to allocate 55 million shekels 

(about $15 million) for implementation of the committee’s recommendations 
on long-term ecological rehabilitation. The implementation of the recom-
mendations will be dependent on their integration into the work plans of the 
Nature and Parks Authority and the JNF, on the readiness of the public to 
undertake additional safety precautions designed to prevent forest fires, and 
on the allocation of sufficient funds by the government. If the necessary bud-
get is allocated and the recommendations of the ecological committee are 
implemented, the Carmel will not return to its previous condition. A new 
landscape will be created, characterized by increased biodiversity and de-
creased probability of fire. The natural regeneration of trees such as the oak 
and carob will be encouraged, while pines will be thinned at an early stage in 
their regeneration. Wide scale grazing will be renewed and fire breaks will be 
established.

The recommendations made by the ecological work teams go beyond the 
specific case of the Carmel to forests throughout Israel. They will become dou-
bly important as the impacts of climate change continue to take their toll in the 
form of hotter and drier summers in Mediterranean countries, which further 
increase the risk of forest fires. Therefore, the fire in the Carmel served as an 
important wakeup call, underlining the importance of moving toward more 
sustainable forest management in Israel.
